Animal Habitats

Extra Lesson Plan: Create a Habitat for an Animal
Time Frame: 20-30 minutes 

Learning Standards: 

Science

Life Science: Living Things and Their Environment

Identify the ways in which an organism’s habitat provides for its basic needs (plants require air, water, nutrients, and light; animals require food, water, air, and shelter).  

Student will be able to:

Explain how a habitat provides food, water and shelter for an animal of their choice.

Anticipatory Set:  Tell the students to choose their favorite wild animal or even a pet.  Instruct them to use art materials to draw or construct a habitat for their chosen animal.  
Activity:  

Have the students use art materials to draw an animal’s habitat.  Make sure they include its food, water, and shelter and any other special items it may require to survive.  

Closure:  Have each student explain the habitat they drew for their animal of choice.

Assessment: Drawings or other artistic interpretations of an animal’s habitat.

Resources and Materials: Various art materials needed to draw, color, etc.
